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All applicants who currently possess a Washington State Drivers License, or have been licensed in Washington State in the past five (5) years, must provide a copy of their complete driving record (also known as an ADR or Abstract of Driving Record) at the time of their polygraph examination. A driving record is required in order to complete your background investigation.


Driving records can be obtained online at www.dol.wa.gov or at any Department of Licensing Office throughout the state. To ensure that WSP receives the correct information, when filling out a driving record request, select the following:


“Complete record – A complete driving record requested by the person named on the driving record.”


All driving records are $13 each and you may pay the fee by:
· credit or debit card if you request a driving record online
· check or money order if you mail in your request
· cash, check, or money order if you request a copy of your record in person
