Course materials will cover human resource 
management, managing affirmative action, government agencies, supervisor and subordinate 
interactions, the budgetary process, information management systems, health and safety, fire safety 
inspection, public fire education, specialized fire protection equipment, organizational 
communications, strategic planning and tactics.  Methods of instruction include lecture, discussion, 
classroom exercises, case studies, audio/visual material, learner presentations/reports, quizzes, 
final written examination and skills checkoff list.
