O Form-fitting mouth piece (purchased at a local athletic supply outlet)

O Cadets should be prepared to purchase physical fitness clothing, shirt stays, and a WSP water bottle during their first day at
the Academy from the Memorial Foundation for $150 (cash only)

O Long sleeve, navy blue rash-guard compression/protective shirt for control tactics to be worn under their purchased physical
fitness shirt. Compression style shorts (long) to be worn under workout shorts.
